Some
of the residents drink and make noise in the dormitory which may be recognized as traditional
among only some of the students, but the university office is now trying to stop these problems such

as these.

You can't let anybody come into the dormitory from 22:00 pm to
8:00am. If you have somebody to visit you, Please write your name,
room number, visitor's néme and relationship with you in the
notebook in front of the dormitory manager office.

You can take a bath Mon-Fri 17:00 pnﬁ to 24:00 pm. The bathroom

is not open on Sundays.



® Besureto properly categorize all domestic garbage. Be caréful to
put out your trash by 8:30 am in the morning on the designated
collection day.’

® Please park your bicycle in‘an orderly line at {he designated area.

® Please Put your shoes in the shée cupboard. Otherwise, your shoes

Please do not use the emergency staircase except in case of
emergency.

When you meet
residents of the dormitory, Please say “Osul.” without

 hesitation.
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Guidance of Jikei-dormitory (for international students)

Jike]-dorrnitory is men'’s dormitory, so you cannot let women come
into the dormitory between 10:00 pm and 8:00am.

You can usually take a bath between 3:00pm and 12:00pm except
on Sundays and national holidays. You can use coin- operated
shower anytlme you want.

You must take off your shoes at the entrance.

Only residents of "Jikei-dormitory can use a common bath,
coin-operated shower, washing machine and drying machine.

Write the name in the Visitor note when you have a visitor.

No smoking in the dormitory.

Greeting in Jikei-dormitory is “Ossu-." When you meet residents of
the dormitory at the common places in the dormitory like a hall
way, please say "Ossu-" without hesitation.

There are some events in the dormitory such as a sports contest,
residents meeting and meeting dinner. We, board of the dormitory,

recommend your active participation to these events.

You can join the residents meeting. If you would like, please inform
it to the member of the board of dormitory. .

From 10:00pm to 8:00am is silence time, so do not talk Ioudly or
use vacuum machine at the silence time. -

Emergency stairs at the 2, 3¢ and 4t floor are only for emergency.
You can enter only the landing of stairs.

If you cannot follow the rules above, you might be expelled from
the dormitory.

1. Dormitories are self-ruled by students.

2. From 10:00 pm to 7:30, -yoﬁ are not allowed to invite your friends or speak
loudly. ‘

3. This dormitory is out-of-bounds for males except for barents.

4. Dormitory officer and manager don’t receive residents’ packages by
delivery service. Please receive them on your own.'

5. Don't throw away your garbage without sorting out! You must throw away
your garbage between 7:30 and 8:30 am in accordance with the collection
schedule. You are not allowed to open the emergency door except for the

time.

8. Coin-operated washing machine and shower are available at 100 fen.
Please have exact change ready.

7. Please park your bicycle close together at the designated lot.

8. Please be sure to participate in cleaning of the common use space.

9. Please do not leave personal belongings in the common use space.

10. The deadline for living fee payment is every 24th- If you can’t afford the
money, please inform manager or students’ accountant department by
pre-arranged form.

11. Every student is required to participate in dormitory meetings held from
22:30 on the 1st, 3rd, and 5th-'Tuesdays. In case you need to be absent
from the meeting, please submit pre-arranged absence form.

12. Please use dormitory supplies very carefully.
